1. (See Note Below) Position center panel (10) adtossenter of the truck bed rails, above the whedls. (Figure 1)

NOTE: One weather flange of the center panel will ive a serial number labeled on the underside. Becsel your truck bed
tapers from front to back, this side must face theéailgate. Take this opportunity to copy down the seal number and send
in the warranty registration card at the end of this manual.

2. From within the truck bed, secure all four corngfrthe center panel to the bed rail using the teegk clamps providedighten
the clamps only slightly to allow for final positiming of all panels. (Figure 2)

*NOTE: Many flare sides and compact model beds dmot provide sufficient space to clamp or lock the aver to the bed
rail. In this case, it may be necessary to drill 2" holes for the locking rods to pass through theniner bed wall. It may also
be necessary to attach the cover to the truck byamnping to the cargo track or using turnbuckles. Ifyour truck does not
have bed rails or a cargo track, see the “Alternatie Cover Attachment: Turnbuckles” section on page 9

Lift the tailgate panel (6), hinges facing downrpendicular to the center panel. (Figure 3)

Align the hinges (11) of the tailgate panel witbgh of the center panel, and slide the tailgatelgato position. (Figure 4)
Make sure to align the roll pin of the male hingghvthe“ slot’ of the female half of the hinge. White lithium gse may also be
used to facilitate hinge sliding.

(See Notes Below) Once the hinges are fully maigdther (Figure 4), hold the lock in theperi position, and close the panel
slowly to ensure proper clearance between theatailganel (6) and the tailgate of the truck.

*NOTE: Lock is spring loaded and will return to th e locked position when released.

*NOTE: DO NOT _close the panel until the hinges are fully matedtavoid shearing the roll pin. If roll pin is damaged
during installation, DO NOT USE COVER, refer to page 11 “troubleshooting” for replacemeninstructions.

Adjusting Locking Rods

1.

Bed Rail Edge Trim: The locking rods must extend under the lip oflibd rail (Figure 8). For some truck models (Foupe3
Duty, for example), this lip has a sharp edge tiaattear the plastic end-cap on the locking rod tii@se models, place each of
the edge trim pieces on the lip to protect theilegkods. If your truck has a rounded lip, the etige is not necessary and may
be discarded.

***Many flare sides and compact model bedslo not provide sufficient space for the lockingsad pass under the bed rails. In
this case, it may be necessary to drill holesHerlbcking rods to pass through the inner bed wall.

All four locking rod lengths can be adjusted byngsan allen wrench to loosen the set-screw ondtidimkages (Figure 6).

With the lock in the open position, loosen thesmew enough to allow the locking-rod to slide toavine bed rail. Locking rods
should be positioned as close to the bed rail asiple, while still allowing clearance for the phtteopen.

For safe hauling, always key lock panels, and verify that the locking rods exter

at least1-1/2” under the bed rail in the locked position.

Next, use the 7/I6socket to loosen the nuts on the rod guide brg@iedb allow the bracket to move freely. Turn tbds to the
locking position and adjust the rod guide bracketist the locking rod is touching the bottom af ted rail of the truck (Fig. 7).
*Note: GMC/Chevy Silverado users should adjust théocking rods so that they extend into the holes lated on the face of
the stake pockets.

*NOTE: For the 07 Toyota Tundra, the lock rods shold lock under the bedrails, NOT the Trac System.
*NOTE: If you have a bed liner or plastic bed rail caps that extend beyond the bed rails, you may need drill or cut the
liner so that the locking rods can lock directly aginst the underside of the bed rail.

Be sure that all weather stripping is compresseitewlou adjust the rods to the proper height. Tsuea full compression, it may
be necessary to have another person hold the glanelhile the rod guide brackets are adjusted.

When the rods are in the proper position, firmgghten the nuts to 10 ft.-Ibs on the rod guide bedti secure rod placement.
Repeat steps 3-7 for all four rod guide brackets.

Re-check all four locking rods to ensure that tblear the bed rails when the panels are openethanthey close under the bed
rails when the lock is closed. Panels should ctlzsen tightly enough to compress the weather sthpmthe panel is closed and
locked. If adjustment is necessary, repeat stepsidl proper rod placement is obtained.

NOTE: New hinges, springs, and weather strip may iially be tight or difficult to compress. Adjust all locking rods so
that all weather strip is compressed. The weathertisp will “wear in” over time.

Cap Clamps, locking rod brackets, and set-screws may become loose due to
regular road vibration. Check and tighten everytime you haul with your cover.

Attaching Gas Springs

Always support an open cover panel while installingr removing gas springs. H
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To prolong spring life, each gas spring mushbe oriented so that the exposed metal stem of the
gas spring is facing down (Figure 9).

NOTE: All long bed truck models use (4) 100 Ib. gasprings.
All short bed truck models use (4) 80 Ib. gas sprgs.
Mid-size trucks use (4) 60 Ib. springs.

1. Attach one end of each of the four gas springbeddall stud located on the ball stud arm (12) lishing the open end of the gas
spring onto the ball stud. Each gas spring shoaldriented so that the exposed metal stem of thegéng is facing down
(Figure 9).

The unattached end of the spring has a quick releas that permits easy installation and removiahch the spring to the ball

Locking the cover

1. Close both cab and tailgate panels and turn T lkantt the locking position. The lock is now closbdt not locked.
2. To lock the panel, use the key to turn the keynoigdr. The panel is now closed and locked.

Removing the cover

1. First remove the gas springs from the tailgate paake sure you are supporting the panel as ymowve the gas spring, as
it will fall when the springs are removed.

2. Tilt the panel back toward the cab of the truckiiuhe panel is perpendicular to the center pandlthe roll pin of the male
hinge aligns with the slot in the knuckle of thentde half of the hinge.

3. Making sure both sides of the panel are supposiatk the panel off of the hinges.

4. Repeat steps 1-3 for the cab panel

5. Toremove the center panel, simply remove the éaprclamps.

Alternative Cover Attachment: Turnbuckles

Many flare side bed styles and compact model beds do not provide sufficiapace to clamp to the bed
rail. In these cases, turnbuckles can be used to attach the DiamondB&sk Cover.

2. Once the cover is assembled and centered on ttlehiad, install the turnbuckles as shown aboveht€igthem only slightly at
first so that the cover may be repositioned if 13saey.

3. It may be necessary to trim the threaded rodisftibo long to allow sufficient tightening of therbbuckle.

4. Itis important that all four turnbuckles be tighéel simultaneously.

5. Once the cover is in its final position, and allifdurnbuckles are finger tight, use an adjustawknch to tighten each turnbuckle

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Trouble Shooting

Problem: Roll pin has sheared off.

Solution: DO NOT operate cover if roll pin has sheared. Panels maslide apart and cause injury or damage to the vehie.
Under normal operation, the roll pin holds the féntd@nge leaf in place. If the panel is to be reethwthe panel must be tilted to
approximately 90 degrees for the roll pin to passugh the slotted female leaf. At greater thaless than 90 degrees, the roll
pin will hold the panels together. If the panels elosed before the hinges are fully mated, theaferhinge will shear the pin.
The roll pin is designed to shear off rather thandthe hinge leaf. Simply drive out the brokertiparof the roll pin with a
punch. Replacement roll pins are”M&/2" and are included in the cover package. They arakdily available at any
hardware store. Push the new roll pin into the &ipiop using a pair of pliers.

Problem: The cab panel is difficult to close or rerains elevated on the passenger side when the coislocked.

Solution: Factory tightened hardware and panels are assdmiile close tolerances, and often requifdeeak-iri period.
Fresh weatherstrip is also difficult to compressiew covers. To accelerate the break in time,rieé@mmended that all four
locking rods (SeéAdjusting Locking Rods section of Installation) be over tightened so thatweather strip fscrushed.
Drive with the cover in this position for severateks or until the panels hatseated into their final position. At this time, re-
adjust the locking rods if necessary.

The locking rods are too long, causing interferencwith the bed rail and preventing opening or closig.

Solution: Use a 1/2 wrench to loosen the set screw on the lockindird@ge. Loosen the screw enough to move locking ro
and position rod as close to the bed rail as ptessihile still allowing clearance for the paneldpen. Also, make sure the T
handle lock is in the open position while openinglosing panels.

Problem: The tailgate of my truck will not close canpletely because it is hitting the cover.

Solution: Try loosening the cap clamps on the center pargehaoving the cover slightly away from the tailga®ill be sure,
however, that the cover is close enough to thgatdlto create a weather seal (See installatigs €10 of Positioning of
Panels). If the cover has been overloaded suctiftbatover sags in the center and interferes \weroperation of the tailgate, re-
position the load so that the weight is more evelidyributed. It may also be necessary to remoweesof the load. If this is not
an option, a bed rail reinforcing and shim kitva#able from DiamondBack Truck Covers.

Care and Maintenance

Tighten the cleat bolt until the base of the cleadins to conform to the shape of the cowsurface.

Likewise, the fender washer will conform to thesibr profile of the cover when tightened.

0. With the first bolt securely in place, it is nowgsible to pivot the cleat and orient it so thaligns with the top edge of the
cover. (Figure 13.1)

11. Once the cleat is aligned with the edge of the gates now possible to drill through the cleat the second mounting hole.

12. Repeat steps 7-9 for the final bolt.

From the underside of the cover, place one rublasher (rubber facing the underside of the coved,fender washer, one zinc
washer, and one 5/1@ylon lock nut on each bolt.

With a 12 socket, tighten each bolt firmly until the squbgdt collar is seated into the cab guard flangethedoolt head rests
flush.

Note: Because some cab guards span several truck deds, the second bolt hole is not universal, and raube drilled by the
end user.

The ideal placement of the second mounting holelshoe centered on the cab guard bolt flange arfidraswards the tailgate
edge as possible.

Measure the cab guard bolt flange and ideal h@egwhent from above.

Next, transfer this measurement to the undersideeofover and adjust this location as neededdaaather hardware.
Finally, drill this location from the underside thie cover and up through the cab guard bolt flange.

Place a carriage bolt in each of the holes andategieps 7-8.
